Between Wars

During the invasion of the Portuguese forces and the period of the Cisplatina Province
(1817-1828), the monetary system began to become more complex. Brazil revolutionized
the numismatics of the Rio de la Plata with the invasion of copper and paper money,
producing an unknown phenomenon during the period of Spanish domination: gradually,

the “bad” copper coin replaced the “good” gold and silver coin.

In the face of chronic shortages of “good” coins, the United Provinces of the Rio de la
Plata (then Argentina) appealed to the issuance in copper and paper. Meanwhile, in the
opposite bank, the *orientales faithful to the bimetallist tradition, rejected the copper and

circulating banknotes.



Entre guerras

Durante a invasao das forgas portuguesas e o periodo da Provincia Cisplatina (1817-
1828), o sistema monetéario comecgou a tornar-se mais complexo. 0 Brasil revolucionou a
numismatica do Rio da Prata com a invasao do cobre e do papel-moeda, produzindo um
fenomeno desconhecido durante o periodo de dominagdo espanhola: progressivamente,

a “ma” moeda de cobre substituiu a “boa” moeda de ouro e prata.

Face a uma escassez cronica de “boas” moedas, as Provincias Unidas do Rio da Prata
(mais tarde Argentina) recorreram a emissao de cobre e de papel-moeda. Enquanto
isso, do outro lado do rio, os orientais, fiéis a tradicdao bimetalista, rejeitavam o cobre e

as notas circulantes.
