The Classic Coppers

The coppers minted between the years 1840 and 1855 are part of a series known as the
“classical” monetary. These are the first coins with the legend REPUBLICA ORIENTAL
DEL URUGUAY which include the sun as one of the official symbols. The monetary unit
(Real) was inherited from the Spanish system, but the type of metal (copper) was
inherited from the Lusitanian-Brazilian system. The pieces from the year 1840 that give
rise to this monetary were minted by the French jeweler Agustin Jouve (1795-1857).
Investigations by the numismatist Hugo Mancebo Decaux located Jouve's workshop in
the Old Town (25 de Mayo N° 577, former Monteverde Bookshop).



Os Cobres Classicos

As moedas de cobre, cunhadas entre 1840 e 1855, fazem parte de uma série conhecida
como monetario “classico”. So as primeiras moedas com a legenda REPUBLICA
ORIENTAL DEL URUGUAY, tendo o sol como um dos simbolos oficiais. A unidade
monetéaria (Real) foi herdada do sistema espanhol, mas o tipo de metal (cobre) foi
herdado do sistema luso-brasileiro. As pecas de 1840 que ddo origem a esta cunhagem
foram cunhadas pelo joalheiro francés Agustin Jouve (1795-1857). As investigacdes do
numismata Hugo Mancebo Decaux localizaram a oficina de Jouve num antigo local da
Ciudad Vieja (25 de Mayo, 577, antiga Livraria Monteverde).
