Monument Coin

The classical monetary is completed with the minting of Peso del Sitioin 1844. As per
official resolution of the year 2019, the models of these coins that are kept at the
Museums of the Banco Central and Banco de la Republica, were declared National
Historic Monument.

These coins “constitute a National Heritage of great historical value” (Resolution
N°743/019). The Peso del Sitiois a unique piece of the national monetary: for its minting,
countless light bulbs, candlesticks and silver jewelry of the Montevideo society were
melted down.

A total of 1.226 pieces were minted which, together with the classic coppers and foreign

coins, circulated in the besieged city.



Moeda Monumento

0 monetario classico completa-se com a cunhagem do “Peso del Sitio” de 1844. Por
resolugdo oficial, em 2019, os exemplares destas moedas conservados nos Museus do
Banco Central e do Banco Replblica foram declarados Monumentos Histdricos
Nacionais.

Estas moedas “constituem um Patriménio Nacional de grande valor histérico”
(Resolugao n.’ 743/019). O “Peso del Sitio” € uma peca Gnica do monetério nacional:
para a sua cunhagem, foram fundidas inumeras bombas de chimarrao, casticais e joias
de prata da sociedade de Montevidéu.

No total, foram cunhadas e circularam na cidade sitiada 7.226 moedas, para além das

classicas moedas de cobre e das moedas estrangeiras.
