Changes and continuations

In 1854 y 1855 the last coppers were minted marking the end of the classical monetary
issued in the Uruguayan territory. Since 1857 the country has been minting and issuing
its currency abroad.

In the middle of the XIX century, “Uruguay was a mishmash of immigrants, agricultural
production and port movement. There was a large salad of weights and measures of the
most diverse origins” (Arregui, 2012). The population was growing exponentially, and the
coppers were not enough to cover the new needs of the State. In 1862, with Bernardo P.
Berro (1803-1868) as president of the Republic, the decimal metric system was adopted
gradually replacing the use of the historical reales and reis by the Uruguayan peso.



Mudancas e permanéncias

Em 1854 e 1855, foram cunhadas as Gltimas moedas de cobre, dando fim a moeda
classica emitida em territdrio uruguaio. A partir de 1857, o pais passa a cunhar e emitir

sua moeda no exterior.

Na metade do século XIX, “o Uruguai era um emaranhado de imigrantes, produgao
agricola e movimento portuario. Havia uma grande salada de pesos e medidas das mais
diversas origens” (Arregui, 2012). A populagdo estava a crescer exponencialmente e os
cobres eram insuficientes para fazer face as novas necessidades do Estado. Em 1862,
quando Bernardo P. Berro era Presidente da Repblica (1803-1868), foi adotado o
sistema métrico decimal, substituindo gradualmente o uso dos histéricos “reales” e

“reis” pelo peso uruguaio.
