Uruguayan sculptor, author of several of the country’s symbolic monuments: two of the
Caryatids and the reliefs of the lateral tympanums of the Legislative Palace, the
monuments to Ansina, Juan Manuel Blanes, Dr. Julio Carrere, “El Aguatero”, Dr. Luis
Morquio, “Nuevos rumbos”, José Enrique Rodd, Guillermo Tell, Maria Eugenia Vaz
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Ferreira, “La carreta”, “La diligencia”, and “El entrevero”, work that was premiered
posthumously, completed by his son, Stelio Belloni, also an sculptor. “La Carreta” and “La
Diligencia” that illustrate the country style to which he dedicated so many of his works,

have been recognized as formidable pieces of the sculptural genre.
